The proposed legislation falls in line with National PTA’s positions on gun violence prevention and
National PTA agrees with Sen. Feinstein in that Congress must act to:

e Ban the sale and possession of military-style assault weapons;
e Ban large-capacity ammunition feeding devices capable of accepting more than 10 rounds;

PTA is confident that enactment will improve public safety while protecting the Second Amendment.

National PTA believes this is a significant first step in ensuring a safe learning environment for all
students. We look forward to continued work with Congress to enact and implement reasonable gun
violence prevention measures, including consideration of legislative solutions that provide safety
training and comprehensive mental health services while keeping schools completely gun-free.
